CRITERIA FOR DESIGNATING PARTICULARLY HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES

EH&S classifies chemicals in MyChem based on the fire code, the Globally Harmonized System for Classification and Labeling
(GHS), the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health's List of Antineoplastic and Other Hazardous Drugs in
Healthcare Settings, and the EH&S Reproductive Hazards Guidelines.

Explosive with or without air contact
In contact with water liberates toxic gas
Reacts violently with water
